The MAE program consists of 33 credit hours. Courses within the Master of Arts in English
program are three credit hours. Students may choose a specialization in literature, rhetoric and
composition, or creative writing.

Dual Credit English Teaching CertificateDual Credit English Teaching Certificate

The Dual Credit English Teaching Certificate is intended for area teachers who already possess a Master’s Degree
but need an additional 18 credit hours in graduate English classes in order to teach dual credit English classes, such
as those offered through USI’s College Achievement Program (CAP).

According to Higher Learning Commission (HLC) guidelines, teachers of dual credit classes must have a Master's
Degree with a minimum of 18 graduate credit hours in the subject area in which they teach.

The Dual Credit English Teaching Certificate program is comprised of 18 credit hours of coursework.
